‘Geography knowledge is rarely static. The subject is dynamic because the world, and our understanding of it, is continually changing. Yet some key geographical concepts are enduring and will be relevant in any

geography curriculum past, present or future:

e Space’- the location of points, features or regions in absolute and /or relative terms and the relationships, flows and patterns that connect and / or define them.
e Place’- a construct that is defined in terms of what it is like, what happens there and how and why it is changing.

e Scale'- the zoom lens' that enables us to view places from global to local levels.’
